Answering the call -- one horse at a time 



ADMISSION 

1. First you must fill out a preliminary form.  

All our forms can be found on our website at 

www.sctap.com  or in the horsemen's office located on the 

backside of Monmouth Park  

2. The form must be returned dated (phone calls can not take 

the place of the forms).  

3. The number of horses on the waiting list will dictate the 

length of the wait.  

4. Once your horse is “next” on the list, you will be contacted 

and instructed as to where to ship the horse.

ARRIVAL DAY 

The horse must arrive on the farm with the 
following paperwork:  

ÅCoggin’s test drawn within the past six months  

ÅJockey Club foal certificate  

ÅSCTAP’s signed donor forms 

ÅA $500 donation  

ÅAny medical records you have to date  

You may then make arrangements for shipping 
with any hauler you choose. Shipping the horse is 
the responsibility of the current owner.  
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PROTOCOL AND PROCEDURES 
AFTER  ARRIVAL 

ÅOnce the horse leaves the Monmouth Park Race Track, he/she will be 

shipped to a SCTAP satellite farm.  

ÅWe currently use Hill Heaven Farm manager/caregiver Eileen Munyak  and 

Willow Bend Farm caregiver/trainer Marilyn Haegele . 

ÅBoth women are experts in the field of horse rehabilitation and care.  
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PROTOCOL AND PROCEDURES 
AFTER  ARRIVAL 

ÅA veterinarian will evaluate the horses 

overall physical condition alerting us to 

any injury or illnesses.  

ÅA rehabilitation plan is put in place.  

ÅEileen and or Marilyn will then begin to 

evaluate the horses’ disposition, and start 

the let -down process.   
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LENGTH OF STAY 

ÅSCTAP assumes the financial burden during this process.  

ÅThe horse may be in SCTAP’s care for as long as 8 months or as short as 8 
weeks.  The length of stay depends on the horse . 
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TRAINING AND ADOPTION 

ÅOnce SCTAP has done the rehab and ground work and 

the vet has cleared the horse for riding, the next step is to 

begin training under saddle.  

ÅAt this point the horse will be transferred with a stipend 

(provided by SCTAP) to a TAA accredited facility for 

training and adoption.  

ÅThe funding sent with the horse covers the cost of care 

and training to assure the horse has the proper 

foundation to find a permanent “next home .”
